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Mentees FAQs
How much time does a mentee need to commit?
The amount of time needed for the mentoring process does vary on a case by case basis. This is because some mentees will need more support and some mentors will have more time available to offer support. It is advised that contacts take place at least once a month; meetings are mutually arranged once you are matched.

Mentees are required to report on their progress and complete performance tracking forms during the programme.  At the end of the mentoring process, mentees must be prepared to submit their Membership application form.
Can mentees choose mentors?
Sometimes it occurs that a mentee will request a specific mentor or vice versa as professional relationships develop within organisations. IEMA has no issue with this occurring, however, be mindful that sometimes it is useful to request a mentor that is outside of your company as it can widen your understanding and support you with applying your knowledge to new contexts.

Can a mentor see their mentee’s mark sheet?

A mentor can see a mentee’s mark sheet from a previous unsuccessful application. However, IEMA are not at liberty to supply mentors with mark sheets unless they have full consent from the mentee.

How long does the mentoring process last?
The IEMA Mentoring Scheme is for members wishing to upgrade membership within six months or less.
What if my mentor and I are incompatible?

If you are unhappy with the mentor that you have been allocated for whatever reason, email info@iema.net at your earliest convenience and we will try to either solve the issue or allocate you a new mentor.

Does the mentoring process guarantee a successful Full membership application?
No, the mentoring process does not guarantee a successful application. The
mentoring process is there to aid you and give you support, guidance and confidence in your own application. However, if you are unsuccessful at interview the mentor will not be liable for any failings. If you wish to start the process again with a different mentor then please email info@iema.net and we will allocate you a new mentor that meets your specifications.






Is there a charge for this service?

There is no charge for the IEMA Mentoring Scheme. All IEMA asks is that you take the scheme seriously and read through the Mentee Application form very carefully before you commit to applying for a mentor.
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
